BSFïBGB JOINT DISPLAY OF FORCESô BAND FOR

  In compliance of Director General Level Talks which were held at 

Dhaka from 11th to 16th May 2016 a decision was taken to hold a óJoint 

display of Forcesô band for entertainment of troops and border population in 

between Border Security Force (BSF) and Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB). 

In compliance of this, second joint display of Forcesô Band for entertainment 

of troops and Border Population has been conducted between Bands of 

Border Security Force and Border Guard Bangladesh on 25th May 2017 at 

Petrapole under South Bengal Frontier of BSF. It is worth mentioning here 

that it is one of its kinds of joint display of Forcesô Band which is being held 

between the two Border Guarding Forces of India and Bangladesh. 

2. In this joint display of Forcesô Band Inspector General South Bengal 

Shri P S R Anjaneyulu, IPS and Kazi Taufiqul Islam,psc, Region Commander, 

Jessore of BGB was present. In addition to these Shri R P S Jaswal, DIG 

FTR HQ South Bengal, Shri Mridul Sonawal, DIG Kolkata were also present. 

The joint display of Forcesô Band was witnessed by a large number of tourists  

and border population of both sides of border, besides personnel of BSF and 

BGB who applauded this well coordinated display of march of Bands and 



enthralling tunes. In addition a cultural programme displaying such cultural 

heritage of India was also showcased. Both the forces follow a Coordinated 

Border Management Plan (CBMP) which aims to prevent cross border 

criminal activities, irregular movements, and incidents of violence along the 

Indo-Bangladesh border.  

3. This joint display of Forcesô Band is a step forward in enhancing the 

mutual cooperation and coordination between the two forces and help further 

improve the border management.  

4.  In the forenoon session there was a workshop on ñSMUGGLING OF 

NARCOTICS AND RELATED ISSUESò conducted by Border Guard 

Bangladesh South West Region Jessore which was attended by 25 officers 

and men of both the Forces. Besides, NCB (India) and NGOs from both the 

sides, Shri P S R Anjaneyulu, IPS, IG BSF South Bengal Frontier and Kazi 

Taufiqul Islam,psc, Region Commander, ADG South West Region Jessore 

also attended this workshop which will go a long way in highlighting the 

issues and enhance further cooperation to check the menace of drug 

smuggling.
